Weekly News from Mrs. Bagdon’s and Mr. McClure’s Fifth Grade Class

Language Arts (Bagdon): Irregular verbs will continue to be our focus this week.  Students will be encouraged to use the past participle forms of irregular verbs in their writing.  Last week's spelling test, lesson 19, will be given this Tuesday along with the pre-test for lesson 20.  The spelling test for lesson 20 will still be given this Friday.

Math (Hamman): This week in Mrs. Hamman's class we will continue exploring the division of decimals and interpreting remainders.  There will be a Unit 4 test on Tuesday, February 15.

Math (CT): This week we will cover section 3.7: Properties of Polygons. We will explore geometric properties of polygons and learn to sort polygons by their shapes.  We will also learn about tessellations (3.8). We will learn about repetitive patterns and try to create our own tessellations.  We will then share these with the 7th grade.

Reading (Bagdon): Biography book projects are due tomorrow, February 8th.  The vocabulary quiz from Number the Stars chapters 1-11 has been moved to this Wednesday.

Reading (Wolff): We will continue reading myths and will focus on vocabulary, setting, character traits, cause and effect, and summarizing.
Religion (Bagdon/McClure): Students will examine the steps taken to prepare for Confirmation and will interview seventh and eighth graders making their Confirmation this spring.  The Chapter 8 Test on Confirmation will be given this Friday.
