Academic Eligibility for Extra Curricular Athletics

The educational mission of St. Josaphat School takes priority over extra-curricular athletics.  The intent of this eligibility policy is to afford students the time to focus on academics and raise low grades when it becomes necessary.

In order to be eligible to participate in extra-curricular athletics a student must:


Have no failing grades in any subject


Have no more than one D in a subject

When a student is academically ineligible he/she may not participate in any athletic practices for one week (Monday to Monday).  The ineligible student may not play in games, but may attend games and sit on the bench dressed in street clothes.  The following week students may resume participation if the grade has been raised.

Academic eligibility will be determined on Mondays.  If there is no school on Monday, this will be done on Tuesday.  If the student is found to be ineligible, he/she will be given a form detailing the subject(s) in which the student has deficiencies.  This form must be signed by a parent or guardian and returned to the homeroom teacher the following day.  The coach, parent, and administration will be notified by the homeroom teacher via email when students become ineligible.

Junior High Honors

Honors are calculated each quarter as follows:


First Honors


GPA of 3.67 or greater


Second Honors

GPA of 3.33 - 3.66
In addition to the GPA requirements for honors:


No student may receive honors with a grade of “D” in any subject.


No student may receive honors with a check in personal and social growth.


No student may receive honors with a check in completes assignments.

No student may receive honors with more than 10 tardies in either quarter of a semester.

GPA is calculated in the following manner:

7th and 8th Grades

· Each of the 8 major subjects receives the point value assigned to the grade earned in that subject.  The point values for the Specials (Art, PE, Music, and Computer) are averaged together, and then become the 9th subject.

5th and 6th Grades
· Each of the 7 major subjects receives the point value assigned to the grade earned in that subject.  The point values for the Specials (Art, PE, Music, and Computer) are averaged together, and then become the 8th subject.  The point value for Spanish is ½ of a major grade.

Final GPA is then calculated by dividing the points by the number of classes.
