Junior High Expectations and Consequences

Behavioral Expectations
The junior high includes grades five through eight.  To allow each student to reach his/her full potential, all junior high students will be held to the same set of expectations.  We expect students to treat faculty, classmates, property, and themselves with respect.  We will be using a Student Responsibility System.  The students will be held accountable for the choices they make.  The following is a list of some, but not all, unacceptable behaviors for which students can expect to receive consequences:

· Being disrespectful to a teacher

· Talking inappropriately in class

· Being off-task during class

· Coming unprepared for class

· Chewing gum

· Inappropriate language

· Bullying in any form

· Gossiping

· Throwing objects

· Touching or taking other people’s belongings without permission

· Tardiness to classes during the day 

· Lingering in the hallway or the classroom between classes

· Talking or misbehaving during an emergency drill

· Having a cell phone, iPod, or other electronic device out of one’s backpack or turned on during the school day (Electronic devices will be taken immediately.  The first time one is taken away, it will be returned to the student at the end of the school day.  The second time an electronic device is taken away, the parents / guardians will need to come into the office to reclaim the device.)

** In addition, students will be expected to follow:

· All school-wide policies and procedures found in the Parent Handbook
· Use of technology and laptop computer policies

· Safety regulations in the science lab

· The uniform policy in the Parent Handbook
Procedure & Consequences

When a student demonstrates an unacceptable behavior, he/she will be asked to make an entry into The Book of Responsibility.  This is not a point of discussion.  The entry will include the date, time, and an “I Statement” expressing the unacceptable behavior that was demonstrated.  This statement should be an honest reflection of the student’s choices.

If a student has made three (3) entries in a quarter, the student will miss one day of recess and parents / guardians will be notified.

If a student has made five (5) entries in a quarter, the parent / guardians will be notified. In addition, the student will miss recess and serve an afternoon detention from 3:00-4:00 p.m.  

Any additional entries made after the fifth entry will require an automatic conference between students, parents / guardians, and junior high staff.

Teachers will use their discretion and the Parent Handbook regarding behavior that warrants a student being sent directly to the office.  Any form of cheating, plagiarism, or forging of signatures will result in a zero for the assignment, an automatic afternoon detention, and referral to administration.


Students are expected to wear school uniforms provided by the Rhedhouse Uniform Company.  In addition to the uniform clothing listed in the Parent Handbook, students may also wear the Rhedhouse St. Josaphat sweater.  Sweatshirts and non-uniform fleeces will not be worn during the school day.  No spirit wear will be worn during the school day.  The first time students are out of compliance with this policy, they will receive a written warning.  With the second infraction, students will write in the Book of Responsibility. Any further infractions, the student will be sent to the office. The student will call home to have a parent or guardian bring proper uniform clothes to school.

Being Prepared for Class
Missing Assignment

If a student fails to complete an assignment on time, a note will be sent home for the parent/guardian to sign.  The student is required to complete the assignment, staple it to the signed parent note, and return it to the appropriate teacher the following morning before first period.  If the student fails to return the assignment and signed note, the student will stay in for recess until both the signed form and assignment are given to the teacher. If a student has more than three missing assignments in a class per quarter, it will be reflected on his/her report card with a check.

Students are expected to complete every assignment.  If a student fails to complete an assignment and/or return the signed slip within two days of the due date, the student will receive a zero. However, the student is still expected to complete the assignment with care.  If long-term projects are not completed by the due date, points will be deducted immediately.  Students will not call home for missing assignments or materials.

Extra credit is not available.  When necessary, a teacher may offer additional opportunities in school for a student to demonstrate mastery of a concept.
If for some reason a student is unable to print an assignment at home, they may print the assignment during homeroom in the morning by 8:10.  Students may email the assignment to themselves or bring it on their flash drives.   
Missing Materials

Each day the students should be prepared with necessary pens, pencils, books, and other required materials.  When a student is repeatedly not prepared for class because he or she is lacking materials necessary for that class, the student will sign in to the Book of Responsibility.  Students have an opportunity each day to replenish their supplies before the 8:10 bell.

Absences

If a student misses school due to illness, work will be sent down to the office by 3:00 p.m.  If a student misses school due to vacation, the student will not be given work before leaving.  When a student is absent for any reason, the student will be given the same number of days missed to turn the work in to the appropriate teacher.  The work we do while the student is absent will be recorded on the absent student form.  The student is responsible for completing the work upon returning.  If a student misses several days for any reason, the student may be asked to stay in from recess or after school to catch up on concepts that were missed.  

**Extended absences due to illness will be handled on an individual basis.
