Weekly News from Mrs. Bagdon’s and Mr. McClure’s Fifth Grade Class

Language Arts (Bagdon): Students will present their published persuasive essays to the class.  In addition, we will cover possessive nouns.
Math (Hamman): This week in Mrs. Hamman's class we will start exploring Unit 7.  We will start this unit exploring exponential notation.
Math (CT): We continue to work on adding and subtracting fractions.  Finding common denominators and regrouping is still a challenge for several of the students.  We will continue working on sections 5.3: Comparing and Ordering Fractions and 5.4: Two Rules for Finding Equivalent Fractions for the next week.  Your student should be reviewing every night for at least 15 minutes.
Reading (Bagdon): Point of view will be our focus this week as we examine the various characters’ viewpoints.  The last book project is due Tuesday, May 24th.

Reading (Wolff): This week in Mrs. Wolff's class we will focus on the changes in the characters, on why they do what they do, and on life in the colonies. Also, we will continue learning new vocabulary for each section.

Religion (Bagdon/McClure): Our classes will discuss communication, listening skills, and the physical and emotional changes that occur during puberty.
Spanish (Monley): This week, the students will have a quiz on –ir verb conjugations. They will complete various reading, listening, writing, and speaking activities as we begin to review for a final test.

Science (Hamman): This week we will watch the Tornado Newscasts and then start exploring the formation of hurricanes. The students will start an in class project on hurricanes where they will have to do outside research for homework.
