Reading (Wolff): This week in Mrs. Wolff's class the next book project is due on Thursday. Students will also continue making predictions and will look at the changes in the characters.

Religion (Bagdon/McClure): Our classes will begin the Family Life unit this week.  We will be discussing how we share our Catholic faith in our families. 
Spanish (Monley): This week, we will begin studying present tense –ir conjugations. The students will complete various activities, and will be quizzed on the information at the end of the week.

Science (Hamman): This week the students will develop newscasts about tornadoes and present how to stay safe in a tornado.  We will then start exploring the formation of hurricanes.
