Weekly News from Mrs. Bagdon’s and Mr. McClure’s Fifth Grade Class

Language Arts (Bagdon): We will focus on identifying infinitives in sentences as well as differentiating between prepositions and adverbs.  The spelling test for this week will be on Thursday. 
Math (Hamman): This week in Mrs. Hamman's class the students will explore and review probability and chance events.

Math (CT): We continue to explore addition and subtraction of whole numbers and decimals.  This week we will work on section 2.4: Addition and Subtraction Number Stories. This section reviews the greater than, less than symbols, (<,>)  as well as the terms “variable” and “number sentence.” Please ask your child at home to share with you these new vocabulary words and their meanings. Please feel free to stop in and see our word wall grow as our math vocabulary expands.
Reading (Bagdon): We will continue to analyze Zinkoff’s feelings as the outcast in his class.  There will be a vocabulary quiz on Wednesday covering terms from chapters 16-20. 

Reading (Wolff): This week in Mrs. Wolff's class, students will finish presenting their book projects. Then we will continue reading Loser, making connections and comparisons, and working on the booklets.
Religion (Bagdon/McClure): Students will learn about the seven sacraments and will read passages from the Bible that teach of the power of healing.

Science (Hamman): This week the students will present their landform projects.  The students will then explore the formation of earthquakes and the destruction they cause.
Social Studies (McClure): This week we will learn how Spain organized its empire and colonies in the Americas, as well as describe the role of the Church in the Spanish colonies.  There will be a quiz on Thursday over sections one and two of chapter two.
Spanish (Monley): This week in Spanish class we will conclude our study of “Dia de los Muertos.” We will begin a new story, and we will also continue reviewing all the vocabulary we have learned so far this year.
