Language Arts (Bagdon):  Students will continue to develop the main characters in their realistic fiction stories looking that the character’s attitude toward self and others as well as the character’s internal and external traits.
Math (Hamman): This week in Mrs. Hamman's class we will start Unit 3.  We begin by exploring data collection, data organization, and data interpretation.  We will then review measuring angles using pattern blocks.

Math (CT): We continue with 2.8: Multiplication of Decimals and Whole Numbers.  We will also be working on section 2.9: The Lattice Method of Multiplication.  The students are familiar with the lattice method from last year.  We as a class also go over the "old fashion" method that you and I learned so that they can use whichever method is easier for them.  Please make sure that you are reviewing the basic facts at home.   We will have a short multiplication and division quiz on Friday.
Reading (Bagdon): We will be finishing up our novel, Loser, and will begin completing culminating activities for the novel.  The next book project on a historical fiction novel is due next Tuesday, December 7th.
Reading (Wolff): This week in Mrs. Wolff's class there is a book project on Monday. We will also focus on making connections and on understanding how school and peer relationships are changing for Donald.
Religion (Bagdon): We will discuss ways that we can grow close to Jesus throughout this season of Advent.  The sacrament of Baptism will also be a topic of discussion this week.

Religion (McClure):  There will be a chapter 3 test over the sacraments on Friday.  We will also continue our study of the sacrament of Baptism.
