· First time registrants need to provide a copy of the Baptismal certificate.  

· Class placement is made on a first come, first served basis. Some grade levels or sessions fill quickly; please return your completed and signed registration as soon as possible. You will receive class placement information by the end of June.

· NEW! We have made changes to the session choices. Now, both Wednesday sessions are open to 7th and 8th graders! Sunday sessions are no longer available.
