Course Description:  Algebra 2 with Trigonometry is a transitional course that targets the Illinois Learning Goals for mathematics relative to grade eleven.  The course completes the traditional secondary algebraic topics dealing with polynomials, radicals, and logarithms and the presents an introduction to plane trigonometry.  Finally, the course concludes with topics from linear algebra, series and probability and statistics.  Students will develop these concepts through application and further work.
