Course Description:  Integrated Math takes the math concepts previously used in Algebra and Geometry and applies them to everyday problem solving strategies.

Course Objective: As a result of this course, students will be able to apply mathematical problem solving skills in preparation for life after high school, including life as a consumer, college life and other real life situations in their adult and work life.
Student Materials:  3-ring binder w/dividers AND Composition Notebook, graph paper, scientific calculator, ruler, pencils, pen

Homework Policy:  Students will be expected to complete all daily homework including review of notes, vocabulary assignments, practice problems and any teacher developed projects.

Grading:  
Classwork/Homework 40%

Assessments/ Portfolios/Projects 40%

Attendance, Participation and preparedness : 20%

Students who have an excused absence must make up any work missed within one week of return (excluding extended excused absence).
