Course Description:  This is an Algebra course, which targets the grade nine EPAS and Illinois Learning Goals for mathematics.  The course is designed to develop students’ abilities to solve mathematical problems by understanding relationships between numbers and operations, use linear functions and inequalities, interpret systems of linear equations, organize statistical data and probability concepts, investigate quadratics and other polynomial functions, and describe inverse variation and exponential functions.  Students enrolled in Two Period Algebra will also focus their study on daily mathematical problems, problem solving and hands-on learning through the use of classroom manipulatives.

Course Objective:  The student will develop a sense of numbers, an ability to estimate, predict results, analyze, categorize, collect and organize data, which will successfully prepare the student for all standardized tests, including the EXPLORE, PLAN, and ACT/PSAE exams.

Student Materials:  The student is required to bring their SAC Student Handbook, textbook, three- ring binder, folder, pencil, and calculator to class everyday.
