Course Description:  This is an Algebra course, which targets the grade nine EPAS and Illinois Learning Goals for mathematics.  The course is designed to develop students’ abilities to solve mathematical problems by understanding relationships between numbers and operations, use linear functions and inequalities, interpret systems of linear equations, and investigate quadratics and other polynomial functions. Algebra is a CPS graduation requirement. 

Course Objective:  The student will develop a sense of numbers, an ability to estimate, predict results, analyze, categorize, collect and organize data, which will successfully prepare the student for all standardized tests, including the EXPLORE, PLAN, and ACT/PSAE exams.

Instructional Materials:    Algebra 1 – Pearson, Algebra Workbook, TI 84 Plus graphing calculator.

Student Materials:  The student is required to bring their SAC Student Handbook, textbook, notebook, folder, pencils, and calculator to class everyday.

Attendance:  It is extremely important that students attend class every day and are on time.  Bellringer assignments are given in the first five minutes of each class.  If a student is tardy, s/he misses the Bellringer and is graded accordingly.  Students who have an excused absence must make up any work missed (excluding extended excused absence).

Attendance Policy: per CPS attendance policy, “Students who have unexcused absences in the 20% [18 days] of the classes in a particular course during the period for which a unit of credit is earned shall not pass the course and shall receive no credit towards promotion.”  Therefore, 18 days of such absence will result in failure of the course.
Assignments:  Students will be given assignments daily, including vocabulary infusion activities, Cornell Notetaking, problem-solving activities, ACT preparation, Bellringers, and Quarterly Projects.

Homework:  Students will be expected to complete all DAILY homework including review of notes, vocabulary assignments, practice problems and any teacher developed projects.  If your child needs help with homework or is not bringing assignments home, please contact the teacher immediately. 
Late and Make Up Policy:  Students who have been absent must submit to the attendance office an excused absence note on THE DAY THE STUDENT RETURNS TO SCHOOL.  Tests, Classwork, and homework must be made up in the time limit agreed upon by the parent, student, and teacher.

Formative Assessments:  Cornell notes, Bellringers, CWP, IDS Assessments, and Classroom Activities.
Summative Assessments:  5 Week Common Course Assessments, Chapter Exams, Weekly Vocabulary and Curriculum Quizzes.
