COURSE DESCRIPTION English II: Language Literacy and Inquiry (LLI) is an inquiry based curriculum, which blends elements of pure, student-driven inquiry with traditional skill building.  LLI seeks to teach students how to learn by helping them ask important questions, seek answers in collaboration with others and self, use the information they find in critical and creative ways, and transform their understanding into action that has meaning in the wider world.  The overall focus of the 10th grade curriculum is National Identity. (IDS)
COURSE OBJECTIVE The objective of LLI is to build students’ reading and literary analysis skills and their understanding of literary concepts; supporting students as they become better writers and communicators. LLI emphasizes building habits of the mind to enable students to become active and reflective learners. With the focus of “national identity” LLI facilitates students to be involved with in-depth inquiry. (IDS)
