Course Description: The students will study the significant events, individuals, movements, institutions, and systems from colonial to modern times that shaped the history of the United States. They will research, examine, interpret and learn those topics that cover the development of our national institutions. They will be given the opportunity to earn Public Law credit, which is a prerequisite for graduation.
Course Objective: The teacher will assist the students in learning the knowledge, experiences, and skills of the United States citizen, the goals of the Illinois Learning Standards (ILS), with its’ Educational Planning and Assessment System (EPAS), the aims of the school improvement plan, with its’ focus on reading, writing, and testing strategies.
Prerequisite: Regular level status
Methods of Instruction and Requirements: Lecture and discussion, silent reading and writing activities, using primary and secondary sources, textbook maps and skill sheets, and audio-visuals will be included in instruction. Students should meet standards by having good attendance and good punctuality, preparation materials, homework, maps and worksheets, and satisfactory test scores.
Instructional Textbook and Materials:  The Americans , notebook, school planner, pens and pencils.
Assignments: Taking class notes to prepare for tests, completing maps, worksheets, and assessments
Homework: Reading the textbook and completing each chapter study guide
