Course Description: 

ESL class is offered to provide educational assistance by creating authentic language acquisition and learning environment for students, so they can maximize their opportunities to acquire proficiency in English as well as to develop their cultural understanding. 

Course Objective: 

This class will focus on four fundamental skills, which are listening-comprehension, reading, speaking, and writing combined with the strong emphasis on the high level of English grammar as an essential component of a second language.

15% homework (is to be counted for a maximum of 10%of the total grade

Formative Assessments:  Cornell notes; Make It Means Something (MIMS); bell ringers; pop-quizzes; check lists

Summative Assessments:  5 week common course assessments; unit examinations; weekly vocabulary quizzes, presentations, projects, and reports

Attendance:  It is extremely important that students attend class every day and are on time.  Bell ringer assignments are given in the first five minutes of each class.  If a student is tardy, he/she misses the bell ringer and is graded accordingly.  Students who have an excused absence must make up any work missed within one week of return (excluding extended excused absence). 

Attendance Policy:  Per CPS attendance policy, “Students who have unexcused absences in 20% [18 days] of the classes in a particular course during the period for which a unit of credit is earned shall not pass the course and shall receive no credit towards promotion.” Therefore, 18 days of such absence will result in failure of the course.
