Course Description: Art 1 is open to all students who desire an introduction to the study of art and production of art making. By completing a working artist's sketchbook and 5 large-scale projects, students will explore & understand the concepts of line, shape, texture, form, value, space & perspective.

Course Objectives: Students will…

· Explore a wide variety of media, techniques, and processes 

· Discover their artistic voice and personal creativity

· Learn how to communicate visually

· Gain knowledge and understanding of the elements and principals of Art

· Appreciate connections between art, other subjects and careers

· Comprehend the visual arts in relation to history and cultures

· Reflect and evaluate their work as well as their peers through critique 

Course Expectations:

Assignments/Grading:

Studio Practices: 30% of your grade
Prepare: Bell Ringer- You should be in your seat with your supplies when the bell rings.

Participate:  Class Work - You will ALWAYS have a project to work on.  Listen to your Artistic voice!

Clean up: Closing Activity- Make sure your workspace & equipment is clean, supplies returned, & artwork put away.
Thinking/Planning: 30% of your grade

Daily sketchbook entries addressing the concept and development of teacher presented information. Vocab, notes and thumbnail sketches and material exploration. 

Formal Projects: 30% of your grade

Complete all steps involved in your final product.  This includes the planning and evaluation of your final product. 

Assessment: 10% of your grade
