Course Description:  Student will learn to comprehend, speak, read, and write Spanish trough guided and improvisational dialogues, cooperative learning, role playing, visuals, classroom discussions, and written responses in order to meet the Illinois State Goals and the PSAE. 
Course Objective: Students will communicate both orally and in Spanish. They will also be able to process what they hear and read. In addition, students will be immersed in Spanish and Latin American cultures. In doing so, they will use skills developed in other academic areas (English, Art, Math, etc.) They will use Spanish in school, home, community, and their travels.
Prerequisite:  Students will have successfully completed Spanish Speaking 1 .

Instructional Materials: Students will study from the text, Nuestro Mundo. 

Student Materials:  Students must bring a notebook, pen/pencil, and any other materials as needed.

Assignments:  Students will use the following strategies: oral response and repetition, Cornell notes, journal writing, grammar-based instruction, presentations, mnemonics, and group work, HIP and vocabulary infusion.

Homework:  Students are to turn in homework at the beginning of class. Late homework will only be accepted with an excused note for absence.  

Grading:  
In class assignments (e.g., timed readings, vocabulary and grammar, comprehension activities, etc.): 30%

Assessments (e.g., HIP, weekly grammar and vocabulary assessments, unit examinations, 5 week common course assessments, etc.): 30%

Projects and Essays: 30%

Homework: 10%

Grading Scale:  90 and above=A     80-89=B      70-79=C      60-69=D      Below 60=F

Formative Assessments:  Cornell notes; High Intensity Practice for Reading (HIP); bell ringers; 

Summative Assessments:  5 week common course assessments; unit examinations; weekly vocabulary quizzes; 

Attendance:  It is extremely important that students attend class every day and are on time.  Bell ringer assignments are given in the first five minutes of each class.  If a student is tardy, he/she misses the bell ringer and is graded accordingly.  Students who have an excused absence must make up any work missed within one week of return (excluding extended excused absence). 

Attendance Policy:  Per CPS attendance policy, “Students who have unexcused absences in 20% [18 days] of the classes in a particular course during the period for which a unit of credit is earned shall not pass the course and shall receive no credit towards promotion.” Therefore, 18 days of such absence will result in failure of the course.
