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	octagon

a closed plane figure that has eight sides and eight angles
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	oval

shaped like an egg
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	parallelogram

a four-sided plane figure in which both pairs of opposite sides are parallel and of equal length, and the opposite angles are equal

	rhombus 

a parallelogram that has four equal sides.
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	triangle

a plane figure that has three sides and three angles.
