                  Perimeter
The perimeter of a polygon is the distance around the outside of the polygon.
To find the perimeter of a polygon, take the sum of the length of each side.
Find the perimeter of a triangle with sides measuring 5 centimeters, 9 centimeters and 11 centimeters.
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P = 5 cm + 9 cm + 11 cm = 25 cm
A rectangle has a length of 8 centimeters and a width of 3 centimeters. Find the perimeter.
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P = 8 cm + 8cm + 3 cm + 3 cm = 22 cm
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Find the perimeter of a square with each side measuring 2 inches
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Find the perimeter of an equilateral triangle with each side measuring 4 centimeters.
