three ways to find the average 

	Mean

To find the mean. you find the total of the numbers, and then divide it by the number of items.

· Find the total of all the numbers added together. 3+6+6+6+7+9+11+11+13=72

· Divide the total by the number of items. 72 ÷ 9 = 8
The mean is 8



	Median
To find the median, you put the numbers in order and find the middle number.

· Put the numbers in order: 3,6,6,6,7,9,1,1,1,1,1,3,2

                  1,1,1,1,1,2,3,3,6,6,6,7,9

· Find the middle number.
The middle number is 3. (It is 6 numbers from the right and 6 numbers from the left.)
The median is 3

· When there are two middle numbers the median is halfway between the two.



	Mode

To work out the mode you find the number which occurs most often. 
Tip: To remember mode think of most - the mode is the number that occurs the most.

· Look for the number that occurs most often.
3,6,6,6,7,9,1,1,1,1,1,3,6 
· The mode is 1 because it occurs most often.
· It is possible to have more than one mode, and it is possible to have no mode. If there is no mode-write "no mode" , do 
not write zero (0) .
