	An exact location in space



	Line


	A straight path that extends without end in opposite directions

*Made up of an infinite number of points



	Ray


	A part of a line that starts at one endpoint and extends forever in one directions

**Made up of points

	Plane


	A flat surface that extends forever

	Angle


	A figure formed by 2 rays sharing a common endpoint called a vertex

*Made up of points

	Line Segment


	A part of a line between 2 endpoints 

*Made up of points



	Adjacent Angles


	Angles that share a common side

(Angles that are right next to each other)



	Vertical Angles


	A pair of opposite, congruent angles formed by intersecting lines

	Transversal


	A line that intersects 2 or more lines

	Interior Angles


	Pairs of congruent angles on the inside of the transversal

	Exterior angles


	Pairs of congruent angles on the outside of the transversal

	Right Angle


	An angle that m

measures 90 degrees



	Obtuse angle


	An angle that is greater than 90 degrees but less than 180 degrees

	Acute angle


	An angle that is between 0 and 90 degrees

	Straight angle


	An angle that measures 180 degrees

	Complementary Angles


	2 angles that add up to 90 degrees

	Supplementary Angles


	2 angles that add up to 180 degrees

	Corresponding Angles


	Two non-adjacent angles on the same side of the transversal, with one angle interior and one angle exterior to the lines.
