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2010 Scott Band Spring Trip

The information below was provided to the students by the Scott Band Director, Mr. Moody and posted on the Scott Band Website (Forms Docs page) at the end of last school year.  
1. Band Fees - $175 due August 3
Band fees due by August 3 (checks payable to Scott Band Boosters).  The band fee that each family pays covers HALF of the educational expenses for each band member while the other half is covered by Band Booster Fundraisers.  100% of the fees collected are associated with music education for your child.  The breakdown of how your fees are used is as follows:
