Objectives: 
Identify Louisiana’s state symbols

Create a cover for the Louisiana Journey textbook as required by Boyer handbook

Materials:
Large brown paper grocery bag



Scissors



Ruler



Colored pencils or markers



Black or blue pen



Tape

Directions:
Before you design your cover . . .

1. Cut the bag so that it will be flat

2. Fold the paper in half, open and place the book along the centerfold

3. Measure the paper to create 4-inch flaps that fold around the front and back of the book and at least a 2-inch hem for the top and bottom

4. DO NOT TAPE THE COVER TO THE INSIDE OF THE BOOK!!!

Creating your book cover . . .

1. Draw & color the state symbols of your choice on your book cover, front and back.

2. You must have at least 8 symbols on the cover. 

3. You must identify each symbol correctly and legibly.

4. The textbook title, The Louisiana Journey, must appear on the top, front cover.

5. Your name and period must appear on the bottom right corner on the front cover of the book cover.

6. Turn your cover in for grading.

7. When returned to you, place your cover on your Louisiana History textbook unless you have a stretchy book cover.
