Each final product should include:

· Notecards
· Sourcecards

· Sentence outline for the written component

· Concept map for the visual presentation

· 3-5 page typed report (double-spaced, 12 pt. font)

· 10-15 minute presentation (prepared to take audience questions)

· Bibliography

Because Mrs. Coy and Mrs. Rogers work so closely on the LA History curriculum, it will be necessary for each student to choose an original subject for research (no duplicates).  This ensures that materials are readily available in the library, and we see each presentation through fresh eyes.
