	3)  A book that originally sold for $.50 in 1920 was donated to a local charity so that it could be auctioned to raise money.  The book sold for $10.  Write a ratio of the auction price to the original price.  Find the percent.

	4) An experiment requires 985 milliliters of rubbing alcohol.  When the students checked their supplies they only have 6 milliliters left after last weeks activities.  What percent of the necessary rubbing alcohol do they have?  Round to the nearest hundredth.

	5)  When the McDougal Company first began to distribute their Computer manual in 1972 it sold for $3.25.  Since then, there has been a 156% increase in its price.  What is its current price?

	6)  Jaymie was saving for a jacket that she saw at the mall.  By the time she had enough money the jacket was no longer there.  The following year she found the jacket, but the price had increased by 175%.  If the jacket originally sold for $35, what is the new price?

	7.  A real estate agent was so happy that her friend referred a client to her she offered to pay her $3000 commission if the house sold.  The house sold for 4.5 million dollars.  What percent of the sales price was her friend’s commission?  Round to the nearest hundredth.


	8.  Thomas went to the bank to borrow $8000, but the interest rate was too high.  He asked his parents if he could borrow the money and they agreed, but told him they would charge him $50 interest that had to be paid before he received the money.  What is the interest rate the parents charged him?  Round to the nearest tenth.
