Pronoun: takes the place of one or more nouns and the words that go with the nouns.
Personal Pronouns:  usually refer to persons.


Ex:  Rita likes books.  She collects fiction.

Subject Pronouns:  are used as the subject of the sentence.


Ex:  She collects books.

Object Pronouns:  are used as the object of a verb or as the object of a preposition (to, in, at, etc.).


Ex:  Robert’s teacher helped him.  (object of the verb helped)


       The teacher gave the script to him. (object of the preposition to)

Pronouns and Antecedents p. 218
Antecedent:  is the word or group of words that a pronoun replaces or refers to.


Ex:  Emily wanted a good grade, and she worked hard.


      antecedent



       pronoun
A pronoun must agree with its antecedent in:


* person (first, second, or third)


* number (singular or plural)


* gender (masculine, feminine, or neuter)


Ex: Beethoven continued to compose music after he became deaf.


he = third person, singular, masculine pronoun


Ex:  Louis Braille invented a system of writing for blind people,

                  and it is still in use today.



it = third person, singular, neuter pronoun

1st person:  I, we, me, us

2nd person: you

3rd person:  he, she, it, they, him, her, them

NUMBER
Singular Pronouns:  I, you, he, she, it, me, him, her

Plural Pronouns:  we, you, they, us, them

GENDER

Using Pronouns Correctly p. 220

1. Use subject pronouns in a compound subject.



Ex:  (He and I) like school.

2. Use object pronouns in a compound object.



Ex:  Hal went to the store with (her and me).

3. Use I or me last in a compound subject or compound object.



Ex:  (Tom and I) found a photograph of (him and me).

4. In formal writing, use a subject pronoun after a linking verb.



Ex:  My partner was she.

HINT:  If you’re uncertain about which pronoun to use in a compound subject or object, say the sentence with only the pronoun.


Ex:  The teacher helped (Tod and me) or (Tod and I).



Say aloud or to yourself:




The teacher helped me.




The teacher helped I.



Which one sounds correct?



So, the correct compound is: The teacher helped Tod and me.

Possessive Pronouns p. 222
Possessive Pronouns:  show who or what owns something.


- they can take the place of possessive nouns


- they never have apostrophes


- they have two forms



* one is used before a noun



* the other is used alone


Ex:  
Possessive Noun



Possessive Pronoun

Lincoln’s speech is famous.


His speech is famous.

The pen is Ramona’s.



The pen is hers.

Remember:  No apostrophes with possessive pronouns.





Its subject is difficult. (possessive pronoun)





It’s very informative. (contraction of It is)




A possessive pronoun must agree with its 




antecedent in person, number, and gender.

Indefinite Pronouns p. 224 and 226
Indefinite Pronouns:  do not refer to a particular person, place, or                            thing, unlike most pronouns which refer to a specific antecedent.

ex: another, each, most, many, someone, anybody, everybody, everyone, few, some, etc.

indefinite pronouns. 7th grade p. 224


Most Indefinite Pronouns are singular.  Some are plural.


ex:  Everyone has a favorite song. (Singular)


       Few dislike good music. (Plural) 

Some Indefinite Pronouns can be singular or plural, depending on the phrase that follows the pronoun.


ex:  Most of Gandhi’s life is well known. (singular)


       Most of his listeners were inspired. (plural)

Remember:  Whenever you use a possessive pronoun with an indefinite            pronoun, make sure they agree in number and gender.


ex:  Many read their reports aloud. (plural)


       Each reads his or her report. (masculine or feminine)

 
       Each of the girls raised her hand. (feminine)

Note: Use a singular verb with a singular indefinite pronoun.


ex:  Everyone is cold. (singular)


Use a plural verb with a plural indefinite pronoun.


ex:  Some are shining. (plural)

Reflexive and Intensive Pronouns p. 228
Reflexive Pronoun:  is a pronoun that points the action of the verb back to the subject.


ex:  Karl reminded himself about the party.

Singular Reflexive Pronouns:  myself       yourself      herself   himself   itself

Plural Reflexive Pronouns:  ourselves      yourselves
themselves

*Remember:



Never use hisself for himself or theirselves for themselves.

Never use reflexive pronouns where a subject or object

           pronoun belongs.




ex:  correct:  Al and I sang.






Show Al and me.



     
    incorrect:  Al and myself sang.






Show Al and myself.

Intensive Pronoun:  is a reflexive pronoun that adds emphasis or intensity to a statement.


ex:  The students themselves organized the assembly.


       Mark wrote the paper himself.

Interrogative and Demonstrative Pronouns p. 230
Interrogative Pronoun:  is a pronoun used to introduce an interrogative sentence.  They are used to help ask questions.

“Who, Whom, Whose, Which, What” are all interrogative pronouns.

ex:  
Who owns the pen?

Whose is the paper?



Whom did you call?

Which is yours?



For whom did you ask?

What is it?

· Use who as a subject

· Use whom as an object

· Whose = an interrogative pronoun

· who’s = a contraction for who is

Demonstrative Pronouns:  point out things, replace nouns, and stand alone.



singular

plural



this


these  (Point out something nearby.)



that


those (Point out something at a distance.)


ex:  
This is a good apple.

These are good apples.



That is a new chair.

Those are new chairs.

Hint:  If this, that, these, or those is used directly before a noun rather than in place of a noun, it is functioning as an adjective rather than as a pronoun.

ex:  
This is a funny movie. (demonstrative pronoun)



This movie is funny. (demonstrative adjective)
