a word that expresses action.





Ex:  Amanda runs along the beach.

Direct Object p. 138:
a noun or pronoun in the predicate of a sentence that receives the action of 

the verb and answers the question whom? or what? after an action verb.


Ex: 
 Divers explore the ocean floor.




action verb

Divers explore whom or what?  the ocean floor

        
The floor receives the action of the verb.  The floor is being explored.


        
Floor is the direct object.

    Compound Direct Object:  is when you have more than one direct object 





               receiving the action of the same verb.



Ex:  
A diver informed the captain and the crew.

        

A diver informed whom or what?  the captain and crew


Transitive Verbs:  have a direct object.



Ex:
Divers explore the ocean floor.

Intransitive Verbs:  do not have a direct object.



Ex:
The divers searched thoroughly.

The divers searched what or whom?




There is no noun in the predicate that answers the questions whom 




or what; therefore, there is no direct object, and the verb searched 



is an intransitive verb.

Indirect Object p. 140:  a noun or pronoun in the predicate that answers the question to whom? 


   for whom? to what? for what? after the action verb.

Ex:
Art gave Julia a book by Homer.



    Action   Indirect   Direct

Art gave what? a book  (Book is the direct object.)



Art gave a book to whom? Julia (Julia is the indirect object.)


Compound Indirect Object:  is an indirect object that has two or more parts.



Ex:  Julie shows the class and the teacher the book.

Linking Verbs p. 142:  do not express action; they connect the subject of a sentence with a 


                predicate noun or predicate adjective.

Ex:  Jaime is a young scientist.



Linking Verb


Predicate Noun:  a noun that renames or identifies the subject; it is located after  



   the linking verb in the predicate of the sentence.


Ex:
Jaime is an expert on whales.

                                        Linking    Predicate

The subject of the sentence is Jaime.  Jaime is being identified as 




an expert. Expert is the predicate noun that comes after the linking 




verb is and identifies Jaime.


Predicate Adjective:  an adjective that describes the subject; it is located after the 



           linking verb in the predicate of the sentence.


Ex:  
Most whales are enormous.





      Linking     Predicate





       Verb            Adjective




The subject of the sentence is whales.  Whales are being described 




as enormous.  Enormous is the predicate adjective that comes after 



the linking verb “are” and describes whales.

NOTE:  The forms of the verb “to be” (is, am, are, was, were, etc.) are linking verbs. Seem, appear, look, become, taste, feel, smell, and grow are often used as linking verbs but may also be used as action verbs if the subject of the sentence is performing an action.

      Ex:  The water feels cold.

         Ex:  Jaime feels the water.

Present, Past, and Future Tenses p. 144
· Verbs do more than express actions; they help tell when these actions take place.

· Verbs show time (past, present, future) by changes in tense.

Present Tense:  tells that something is happening now or happens repeatedly.


Ex:
I look.  


I look at that house everyday.

Past Tense:  shows an action that has already happened. Adds ( -ed )


Ex:
I looked.

Future Tense:  shows an action that will take place in the future. Use will or shall.



Ex:  I will (shall) look.  
Verb Phrases p. 146:  consist of a main verb and all its helping verbs.


Ex:  Mary has worked all day.

Principal Parts of Verbs = Four Basic Forms of Verbs

· All the ways a verb can be changed to show time of action come from these four basic forms.

· Present Participle is always used with is, was, or some other form of the verb to be.
Ex:  is walking

· Past Participle is used with has, have, or had when the past participle is the main verb.

Ex: has walked

NOTE:
 Past and Past Participle: add -d or –ed
                                 Remember:  CHAD B SWIM = Helping Verbs

Present and Past Progressive Forms of Verbs p. 148: express action in progress.  
Forms of the verb “be” and the present participle ending (-ing) create the progressive form.


Forms of the verb “be” = is, am, are was, were

The helping verbs (is, am, are, was, were) show the tense (present or past). See p. 148

Ex:  Present Progressive: I am looking.

        Past Progressive:  I was looking.

Perfect Tenses p. 150: of a verb are formed by using a form of the helping verb “have” and the past participle ending (-ed).

has, have, (-ed)
	Past Perfect Tense

had (-ed)
	Future Perfect Tense

will have, shall have, (-ed)

	has walked

have walked
	had walked
	will have walked

shall have walked

	An action that happened or started in the past and is still happening
	An action that was completed before another past action
	An action that will be completed in the future before some other future event


Subject Verb Agreement p. 156
· Verbs must agree with their subjects.

· A singular subject takes a singular verb. 

· The singular form of a present tense verb usually ends in –s or –es.

· ex:  The boy walks home everyday. 

· When the subject is I or you, the singular verb doesn’t end in –s or –es.

· ex:  I walk home everyday.  You walk home too.

· A plural subject takes a plural verb.

· ex:  The boys walk home everyday.

· A verb must agree with its subject even if the verb comes before the subject.

· ex:  Does the ocean interest you?

· ex:  There are many bicycles for sale.

· A verb must agree with its subject even if the verb is separated from the subject.

· ex:  The man on the stairs is a scientist.

HINT:  The indirect object always comes before the direct object.  You MUST have a direct object in order to have an indirect object.
