POLICIES

Bathroom usage: You are expected to use the restroom and conduct personal errands before school, during lunch, and between classes. If an emergency arises, you may QUIETLY sign the log at the front of the class, retrieve the hall pass, and go to the restroom. YOU ARE REPONSIBLE FOR ANY MATERIAL MISSED DURING YOUR ABSENCE!  If your emergencies become a habit, this privilege will be revoked.

Food and drink:  ABSOLUTLEY NO FOOD OR DRINKS are allowed in the classroom except covered bottled water. (PLEASE remember the bathroom policy when planning your liquid consumption).

Cell phones : According to the St. Tammany Parish student handbook, students are prohibited from using or operating any wireless electronic telecommunication device. While I understand that most students have these devices in their possession, I have a ZERO TOLERANCE policy. While in class, all devices must be silenced. If a student is discovered using a device, it will be confiscated and sent to the office. It will only be returned to the proper parent / guardian.

Absences : Each day of instruction and homework assignments will be available on “Teacher Web” on the “Blog” page (http://teacherweb.com/LA/SlidellHighSchool/Aucoin/). If you are absent, you are responsible for checking the web site to see what the class did while you were out. You will have as many days as you were absent to make up missed work for full credit.

Missed tests: If you were absent for a test, YOU must make arrangements with the teacher on the day you return to school to schedule a make up. You will have as many days as you were absent to make up missed tests.

Homework / Assignments: If homework assignments, papers and projects are turned in late, there will be a penalty of 50% per day.  All work will be turned in at the beginning of each class and will be considered late if not produced at this time. 

Interruptions: When the class is interrupted and the teacher needs to step outside, you should continue working on the current project. If you finish your current work, begin silent reading.

Substitute teachers: Substitute teachers have been trained by St. Tammany Parish to conduct a normal class; they are not baby sitters. I expect that you show these “guest teachers” the same respect as your normal teacher. All work given by guest teachers is relevant to your learning and will be graded. Any reports of inappropriate behavior will result in automatic working detention.

Academic Honesty: It is expected that students will use genuine, sincere, and fair means for the accomplishment of the tests, tasks, or projects from which evaluations of progress shall be determined. Students found plagiarizing, copying or cheating in any way WILL RECEIVE AN AUTOMATIC ZERO and have phone calls made to their parents. In addition, a write-up of the incident will be given to the student's counselor. Flagrant or repeated offenses will result in a failing grade for the quarter or semester depending on the nature of the incident.

PROCEDURES

Entering the classroom: When entering the room, common courtesy dictates a proper salutation, (Good morning / afternoon Mr. Aucoin). As soon as you enter, you should take out writing utensils and notebooks from your book bags. You will place your book bags at the side or rear of the classroom. You will proceed to your seat and begin the day's bellwork. You should also check the side board for the day's homework and project due dates (write them in your planner so you don't forget). You can also use this time to briefly speak with me about making an appointment for make-up tests or to receive extra help. 

Bellwork
Everyday will begin with bellwork. You will find the bellwork on the front screen. Bellwork should be started before the bell rings.

Picking up Materials for Day
I will usually give you a handout as you enter the classroom. If you arrive late, pick up a handout from the front of the classroom without causing a distraction.

Coming to Attention
When I need to quiet the class, I will raise my hand and say, “OK class”. When you see this you are expected to stop your conversation and look at me so we may continue the lesson.

Leaving the Classroom
The bell does not dismiss the class, I do. Do not pack up until I dismiss the class. Do not leave your seats until I dismiss the class. "People who pack fast shall leave last."
