COMPUTER CLASS DISCIPLINE PROCEDURE

We all recognize that discipline is a key element in any educational environment.  Learning takes place in a classroom with established standards and expectations of behavior that are agreed upon by all.  A computer lab is a special learning environment with special requirements.  A description of my discipline procedure follows:

· Rules are posted in our classroom at all times.  These rules reflect mutual respect, attention, manners and order.  
· During the week, if a student breaks a rule, the student’s name will be recorded. This serves as a warning.  I will speak one-on-one with the child so that he/she is informed of the warning.
· If the student breaks the same or another rule in that week, a check will be placed by that student’s name.  The student will be made aware that one more infraction will result in contact with his/her parent regarding behavior.  

· If, during the same week, the student breaks the same or another rule, a second check will be placed by that student’s name.  At this time the student will be placed in detention for one day.  
· Any misbehavior beyond this will result in a detention. 
Procedure for detentions - 3 detentions require a parent, teacher and student conference and 6 detentions result in a suspension. 

· A detention may be immediately given in the following cases: disrespect for authority, obscenity, damaging school property, gum chewing, cheating, other inappropriate behavior specified.

· Uniform violations - 5 uniform violations in a 9 weeks period will result in a detention.

· 3 tardies in a 9 weeks period result in a detention.  This applies in homeroom and per classroom.
