· Alliteration - the repeating of consonant sounds in a line of poetry

· EX) Peter Piper picked a peck of pickled peppers.

· Metaphor - comparing 2 things without using like or as, by usually saying one thing is another

· EX) She was a sun, burning bright in the sky

· Simile - comparing 2 things using like or as

· EX) He was like a ninja when he snuck up on his sister to scare her.

· Rhyme Scheme - the pattern of rhyme poetry follows. You label the rhyme scheme by finding the last words in each line that rhyme and labeling them with the same letter

· Imagery - lines within poems that helps the reader to see, hear, feel, smell, touch, or taste what the author is describing in the poem

· Look for lines within the poem that appeal to one of your five senses
