(p. 70, 384) A group of related facts using the same numbers.

(p. 260) Numbers that are multiplied together to give a product.

dividend



(p. 384) The number to be divided.
Example: 
63 ÷ 9 =

divisor



(p. 384) The number by which another number is divided.

quotient



(p. 384)  The answer to a division problem

Example: 
63 ÷ 9 = 7  









Quotient

remainder



(pp. 398, 652) The number that is left over after dividing.






Example: 31 ÷ 5 = 6 R1 









Remainder
divisible
(p. 402) Can be divided by another number without leaving a remainder.
Example: 10 is divisible by 2.

multiple
(p. 276) The product of the number and any other whole number. 
Example: 0, 4, 8, 12, and 16 are multiples of 4.

numerical expression
(pp. 168, 404) An expression that contains numbers and at least one operation. A numerical expression is also called a number expression.
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
