Write at least four (4) journal entries describing your travels.  Over the course of your journal you must include the following information:


Relative location of each country visited


Two (2) major physical features you saw (mountains, rivers, etc.)


One (1) major city of the country


One (1) important economic activity your country engages in 

Two (2) major tourist sites or cultural events (building, monument, performance, festival)
Three (3) other facts about the country (food, language, climate, history, for example)

In all cases, your journal should be specific and give particular facts about what you “saw” when you visited.  Choose to include important and unique sites that you saw in your country that help make that place special. Make sure to organize your overall journal and your individual entries logically.  Like ideas should be grouped together and the sequence of travel should make sense. Students including more information than the minimum listed above have the opportunity to earn the 10 “extra effort” points.
In addition, somewhere in your travelogue should be a map of Europe, labeling the destinations of your trip.  

Finally, your travelogue must include at least four (4) color images of things you visited.  These images can be downloaded OR they can be hand-drawn.  

Organize your work into a little book with an appropriate cover.   Do your best in terms of spelling, capitals, punctuation, and grammar.  Neatness counts. Your work should be typed OR hand-written neatly in pen.
