Tips for Reading With Your Child 
· Find a book your child is interested in. Let him/her pick it out if possible. 

- If it is too difficult for your child to read, you should read it to him/her. Let your child talk about the pictures. 

-  If your child misses five or more words per page, you might offer to keep the story flowing by reading every other page, paragraph, or sentence. 

- If you think it's too easy, let your child read it anyway to build fluency and confidence. 

· Generally, just tell you child the words he/she really struggles with. You might ask him/her to look at the first letter of the word and tell you what sound it makes to see if that helps your child identify the word.
· Read slowly. As adults, we are generally used to reading books from cover to cover without stopping. It is better to read slowly with your child, pausing to answer your child's questions and listen to his/her comments.

· Discuss the story. Ask your child questions like "What would have happened if...?" or "Why do you think Jerry did that?"

· Praise your child for his/her progress. Look for things on which to sincerely compliment him/her. Items for praise can include: remembering a difficult word, being attentive, completing a story, recognizing a new word, or reading with expression.
