Environmental Themes 

Human Population: 

Underlying nearly all environmental problems is the rapidly increasing human population. Of particular concern are local or regional increases in population density (number of people per unit area), which strain resources and lead to human suffering and economic damage. 

Sustainability: 

This term generally means that a resource is used in such a way that it continues to be available. We must learn how to sustain our environmental resources so that they continue to provide benefits for people and other living things on our planet. 

Global Perspective: 

Until recently, we generally believed that human activity caused only local, or at most regional, environmental change.
