Dear Parent(s) or Guardian(s),

Starting the week of August 31st, students may start borrowing books from the Whelan Library. Each week students will have time during Library to select and check out from the Library collection. We ask everyone (students and parents) to keep the following in mind:
· Students in grades 1-5 are allowed to borrow 1 book at a time. Library books go out for 1 week and students may renew their books if they need more time. 
· Overdue notices go out every other Friday. Students cannot borrow any more books until they return their overdue library book. Please note that overdue notices are not bills; there are no overdue fees for late books. The price on the overdue notice is what the book cost.

· Students are responsible for the Library books they borrow. The books need to be returned in the same condition as they were when they left the Library. Students are expected to keep Library books in a safe spot at school and at home.

· If their Library book gets lost or is damaged, students are responsible for replacing the book. They may pay for the book or replace the book with another book in brand new condition.
Before they borrow books, students will go over check out procedures and the proper treatment of Library books in their Library class.
