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Dear Families,


Enclosed you will find 2 copies of Uppercase Letter Bingo, Lowercase Bingo, and Letter Sound Bingo! This is an activity that the children engage in within the classroom. You can also play at home! You can use these bingo boards in various ways depending upon the readiness of your child. You can practice letter identification, sounds (beginning, middle, and ending sounds of words), blending, segmenting, etc.

Letter Identification/naming:

Put a chip on the letter ___.

Letter Sounds:

Put a chip on the letter that makes the ___ sound.

(c and k both make the same sounds, so if your child notices this, he/she can put a chip on both letters. Also, a,e,i,o,u all make long and short sounds. When asking the children to locate these letters, it is helpful to say that these letters make a long sound ___ and a short sound ___.

Beginning Sounds:
Put a chip on the letter that makes the sound at the beginning of the word _______. (For example, if you say the word bat, your child would put a chip on the letter b). It is important to focus on sounds. If you use a word like cat your child may say k, since k makes the same sound as c. If they say k, it is important to value their response since when identifying sounds it could be either one and then you can let them know which letter it is.

Ending Sounds: 
Same as above, but focusing on ending sounds of words.

Middle Sounds of words:

This is a little trickier and this can only be used with the vowels, so you can mix this in with beginning and ending sounds.

Blending:
Choose words that are easily decodable  - words that are easy to hear the sounds in. For example, cat, hit, hop, let, etc. Put a chip on the sounds ___, ___, ___. What word do these sounds make together? For example, you would give the sounds “c”, “a”, “t”, and the child would say, “cat” and then put a chip on each sound.

Segmenting:

Choose words that are easily decodable - words that are easy to hear the sounds in. For example, cat, hit, hop, let, etc. Put a chip on each sound that you hear in the word ____. For example, cat – he/she would put a chip on the letter c, a, and t.

You can either play by filling the entire board (this is how we play in class) or by filling rows, perimeter, etc.

When playing by filling the entire board, children are able to gain exposure to all of the letter sounds and everyone gets Bingo at the same time.

In time, I will send home Bingo boards with high frequency words to help your children learn to identify simple commonly used words. Their ability to identify these words with ease will assist them with their reading fluency. This is for your children to gain reinforcement and should be an enjoyable experience. If your child is not excited about engaging in this activity at home, don’t worry. It is best not to push them as to deflate their excitement. We do these activities in class and your child will gain exposure to them on a regular basis.
