Tonal Rating

The student vocal performance of the prepared rote song:

4 was accurately sung with precise pitch

3 was nearly accurate but included a minimum of imprecise pitches

2 included the use of the singing voice and a general sense of melodic direction (not in 

the teacher pitch center)

1 did not include the use of singing voice

Rhythm Rating

The student vocal performance of the prepared rote song:

4 accurate with precise tempo, meter and melodic rhythms

3 nearly accurate, minimum of imprecise rhythms

2 consistent tempo, recognizable meter but inaccurate rhythms

1 inconsistent tempo, no sense of meter

Executive Technique

The student vocal performance of the prepared rote song included appropriate:

· Posture (carriage, position, mannerism)

· Diction (words and ideas clearly articulated)
