It will contain school notices, corrected work, as well as homework assignments.  Third graders are responsible for arriving to school every morning with their folders.  In it, they must have all completed homework and any communication from home (notes, permission slips, lunch money envelopes etc.).  This system helps ensure that no important documents are misplaced and that all forms of communication between school and home are viewed.
