General Guidelines for the Stock Market Game:

1.  Each team will receive a sum of $100,000.00 to start off with.

2.  Only common stocks (no preferred stocks) can be bought and sold.

3.  Each time you buy stocks, you must buy at least 100 shares, but when you sell, you may sell fewer than 100 shares.

4.  When you buy stocks, the shares must be worth at least $5.00.

5.  You can buy on the computer both at school or at home, BUT remember that this is a team effort, so you should not make any major purchases without consulting with your team members.

6.  It would be a good idea to have the email addresses and perhaps the phone numbers of your team members.

Things you will learn to be a wise investor:

1.  The difference between saving and investing.

2.  When it’s wise to sell and when it’s wise to hold on to your stocks.

3.  How to read the stock market pages in the newspaper.

4.  How to locate stocks in various areas that interest you.
