February is the month to get all of your research done


Toward the end of the month I will ask each of you to bring me your research binders, which should contain the following, in this order:


1.  Your research question


2.  Your thesis


3.  Your procedure


4.  Your research


5.  Your bibliography

March is the month to collect data (if you need to), to reach your conclusion(s), and to finish your papers


Toward the end of the month I will ask each of you to show me any data that you have collected, to tell me what conclusion(s) you have drawn, and to show me your papers.

April is the month to get your boards started

I have blank boards for everyone, unless you want a special color.  You will have time to work on them in my room, but most of you will probably also want to take them home for part of the time.  Remember that we have a week off for spring break in April.

Tips for a successful display board:


1.  Don’t leave too much white space – your problem should be not enough space for everything, not too much space.


2.  Don’t write anything on the board by hand – make it look professional.


3.  Use graphics (pictures, charts, etc.), but remember that text is very important (thesis, discussion, conclusion).  Find the right balance to make an attractive board.
