LION'S BATTALION  RULES 
HOWARD HIGH ARMY JROTC 

1. All cadets are required to wear the proper uniform once a week on Uniform Inspection Day.  Uniform must be worn in accordance with the standards as prescribed in CCR 145-2 (can be found on website) for the entire duration of wear.  Periods 1,2 & 3 will wear their uniforms on Thursday.  Period’s 4a & 4b will wear their uniform on Wednesday or Thursday (which ever day applies to their A/B schedule) each week.  On Uniform Inspection Day you will wear your uniform for the full day of school unless an exemption has been granted by one of the military instructors.   If you are absent or fail to wear your uniform on Uniform Inspection Day you must make it up by wearing your uniform on the next day that you have class.  
2. Male cadets will not wear earrings or other visible body piercings in the JROTC building or while participating in JROTC activities.  Female cadets may not wear body piercings (this excludes earrings) in the JROTC building or while participating in JROTC activities.  

3. When in uniform male cadets must conform to haircut standards and female cadets must conform to hairstyle standards as prescribed in CCR 145-2, paragraph 10-6.
4. Cadets who are tardy to class will face disciplinary actions.  Habitual tardiness will not be tolerated.
5.  Pick-up trash, straighten your area, and push in your chair before you depart the classroom each day.

6. Behave in a respectful manner when dealing with teachers, guests, and other cadets. 
7. Remove your headgear (hats & caps) upon entering a building.

8. IPOD's, MP3 players, cell phones and headphones should not be worn, used, or visible in the JROTC classroom at anytime.  (headphones may not be worn in uniform)

9. Render appropriate respect to the American Flag at all times.  

10. Render appropriate respect to Military Officers and Cadet Officers when in uniform. (salute outside when in uniform)

11. No chewing gum in the JROTC classroom and during JROTC activities.

11. Avoid participation in fights or verbal altercations.

12. No fraternization or inappropriate relationships between members of the same chain of command  
13. When speaking to an Officer, stand at the position of attention.  When speaking to a Non-Commissioned Officer, stand at parade rest.

14. Always address cadets by “Cadet (and their last name)” or use their rank and their last name.

15. Use military dates and military time. Instead of September 25, 2011 at 2:00 p.m., it would be 25 SEP 11 at 1400 hrs.

16. Only Staff Officers and Commanders are allowed in the Supply Room's.  
17. Simple Rule, “Obey First, Ask Questions Later”
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
