Missouri Compromise (Compromise of 1820)

· Missouri joined the Union as a slave State

· Maine joined as a Free State

· Drew a line to separate Free and Slave states

Compromise of 1850

· New Mexico Territory (Utah) given Popular Sovereignty

· Restricted slave trade in DC

· Stronger Fugitive Slave laws

· California joins as a free state

Compromise of 1854 (Kansas-Nebraska Act)

· Kansas and Nebraska given Popular Sovereignty

· Lead to Bleeding Kansas

· John Brown

· Beecher’s Bibles

Dred Scott v. Sandford 

· Dred Scott was a slave that had moved with his master to free areas.

· He went to court claiming he should be free because he was in areas that did not

            allow slavery.

· It takes 11 years for his case to get to the Supreme Court

The Supreme Court hands down 3 rulings in the case.

1. Scott is property. Property cannot be taken away without the process of

law.

2. Scott is a slave. A slave is not a citizen. Therefore, Scott has no rights as

an American citizen.

3. The Missouri Compromise is unconstitutional.. Congress has no control

over states’ right for slaves.

Election of 1856

· Slavery is becoming an issue for the candidates

· People who were involved with the Kansas-Nebraska Act are not popular

            Fillmore-had been president before

· Fremont-Young and had been on the Frontier and California. No political

            experience

· Buchanan-Had been in Europe during debates

· Buchanan wins the Presidency

Douglas-Lincoln debates

· Both were running for the Senate seat of Illinois

· Douglas already famous in America

· Lincoln was unknown

· Lincoln makes comment about getting rid of slaves to save the Union

· North now knows Lincoln.

· Douglas wins the Senate seat.

Harpers Ferry

· John Brown tries to capture the armory in Harpers Ferry

· He ‘attacks’ Harpers Ferry with a small army

· His plan does not work

· He gets pinned down in a blockhouse

· Robert E. Lee is sent from DC to aid Harpers Ferry

· John Brown is captured, sent to court, found guilty and hanged

· John Brown becomes a martyr to abolitionists

· The South gets mad that the North honors a man who tried to attack and kill

            Southern slave owners

Election of 1860

· Slavery is a main issue for each candidate

· 2 candidates from the North

· Douglas – Nationally famous

· Lincoln – Became famous during debates

· 2 candidates from the South

· Breckenridge – Famous Southern politician

· Bell – gets the lowest number of votes

· Lincoln wins the election

· Southern states leave the Union and form the Confederate States of America

Battle “Shorts”
1st Bull Run

Used trains to bring in Reinforcements

Southern cry = “rebel yell”

Lincoln replaces McDowell with McClellan

Jackson “Stood like a stone wall”

This battle shows both sides that the war will be long and tough!

Monitor vs. Merrimack

Clash of the Ironsides.  Battle marks the new age of naval warfare.  Metal-covered ships!

Shiloh
Two day battle with some of the bloodiest fighting of the war

Grant leads the troops and with help from gunboats on the river, Union is victorious

New Orleans
David Farragut leads Union troops.

By capturing New Orleans, the South could no longer use the river to carry goods to sea. Union controls almost all of the Mississippi.

Richmond/Peninsular Campaign
McClellan hesitates (as is his nature) and this allows the Confederates to prepare defense of Richmond

Seven Day’s battles. General Lee and cavalry leader, Jeb Stuart get valuable information that boosts southern morale. Yankees driven back and fail to capture Richmond.

2nd Bull Run
Very close to Washington D.C.

Jackson and Lee attack supply base at Manassas. 

Confederate victory on North’s doorstep

Antietam – Single bloodiest Day of War – Ever! (US)

North needs a victory to move toward Emancipation

Lee tries to gain Maryland – Maryland does not respond

Battle plan falls into McClellan’s hands (wrapped in 3 cigars)

AGAIN, he hesitates and looses the advantage of knowing the plan

Three part battle, 

Morning – in the cornfield (shining bayonets)

Mid-day -  Bloody Lane

Afternoon – Bridge over Antietam Creek


Burnside defends

McClellan removed from command

President Lincoln used the battle to take action against slavery.

Fredericksburg
Confederates entrenched on hills south of the town.  

Repeated attacks by Burnside’s Union troops fail to overcome Lee

Huge losses of troops lead Burnside to resign the command.

Chancellorsville
Hooker rebuilds army but Lee strikes before Hooker can attack

Confederate victory is costly – including Stonewall Jackson who loses arm in amputation and dies a week later.

Gettysburg – Turning Point of the war – Final invasion of South in Northern territory*

General George Meade

Two armies meet by accident (shoe shopping Confederates)

Union fights desperately but retreat to Cemetery Ridge – a line of hills south of Gettysburg

Day two – Confederates launch another attack – Union holds

Famous “fish hook” formation of Union

Day three – General George Pickett leads the Confederacy in Pickett’s Charge.  Troops move across open field and are easy target for Union troops located higher up.

51,000 casualties 

Lee retreats, Meade does not follow War continues.
Petersburg
Grant is Union commander 1864

Petersburg is important railroad center.

Nine month siege. 

Richmond is cut off from rest of Confederacy

Sherman’s March to the Sea

Atlanta and Savannah 

Sherman leaves Atlanta in ruins

Union army wages “total war” on land and people

Sherman continues his march and levels Savannah

He will then turn North – Lee is surrounded

Appomattox
Surrender at Appomattox Courthouse – April 9, 1865

Lee surrenders to Grant

Grant very generous


Confederates lay down arms


Then they were free to go home


Allowed to keep horses for crops


Ordered 3 days food for troops

Then confederate troops surrender in North Carolina to General Sherman.
Jefferson Davis captured in Georgia on May 10.
Civil War is over at last.

Reconstruction

Main purpose of Reconstruction

Reunite the Country and build a southern society that did not rely on slavery.

Radical Republicans – See Lincoln’s plan as too mild.

Wade-Davis Plan – A majority of white males had to swear loyalty to the Union.

Only white men who had not taken up arms against Union could vote for delegates proposing state constitutions


State constitutions had to abolish slavery.

Lincoln realized he would have to compromise with Radical Republicans

The largest group of Southern Republicans were African Americans who supported Reconstruction.

Reconstruction ended in 1877, when President Hayes removed the last federal troops from the South  and racism set in.

13th Amendment – Ends slavery

14th Amendment – Extends rights of citizenship to all former slaves; equal protection clause for all citizens
15th Amendment – Gives voting rights to former slaves-males only.
