	Content - Accuracy
	Theme-related title.  All facts are accurate. Content is thorough explaining the epidemic, causes and effects/health risks, and prevention. There are three story headings/sections with at least one source and/or links cited per story.  At least 5 vocabulary words used appropriately in content.
	Theme-related title.  May have 1 inaccurate fact. Three story headings/sections with at least 2 sources and/or links cited. Enough information given to explain all areas: epidemic, causes and effects/health risks, or prevention.  At least 4 vocabulary words used appropriately in content. 

	Theme-related title.  May have 1-2 inaccurate facts or opinionated statements. At least 2 story headings/sections and at least 1 source/link cited. Details help explain at least 2 areas: the epidemic, and/or causes and effects/health risks, and preventions.  At least 3 vocabulary words used appropriately in content.

	Title may be missing or may be not be related to theme.  Several facts in the brochure may be inaccurate or overly opinionated. May or may not have sources cited. Details fall short of explaining 2 or more areas: the epidemic, causes and effects/health risks, and preventative measures.  May have at least 3 vocabulary words in content. 

	Attractiveness & Organization
	Exceptionally attractive formatting and well-organized information.  Template used appropriately.  Each section has a clear beginning, middle, and end.  Any graphics enhance project.
	Attractive formatting and well-organized information.  Good use of template design.  Most sections have a clear beginning, middle and end. Any graphics added enhance project. 
	Organized information.  Fair use of template design.  At least two of the sections have a clear beginning, middle and end.  Any graphics used may or may not detract from attractiveness.
	The template formatting and organization of material are confusing to the reader.  Less than two of the sections have a clear beginning, middle and end.  Any graphics used may or may not detract from project. 

	C.U.P.S.S – capitalization, usage, punctuation, spelling, spelling, sentence structure/style
	No errors remain after self assessment, peer and teacher feedback. 
	1 - 4 errors remain after self assessment, peer and teacher feedback.

	Originality
