	Content - Accuracy

	Several facts in the book may be inaccurate. May or may not have sources cited. Details fall short of explaining the topic. May not be appropriate for children.  Theme-related title.

	Attractiveness & Organization 
	Exceptionally attractive formatting and well-organized information.  Pages well designed for children.  Any graphics, color, creative touches enhance project.
	Attractive formatting and well-organized information.  Most pages are well designed for children. Any color, graphics, or other creative touches added enhance project. 
	Basically organized information.   Pages may or may not be well designed.  Any color, creative touches, or graphics used may or may not detract from attractiveness.
	The formatting and organization of material are confusing to the reader.  Most pages are not age-appropriately designed.  Any creative touches used may or may not detract from project. 

	Writing - Mechanics 
	Capitalization, mechanics, and punctuation are correct. 
	There are 1-3 capitalization, mechanics, and punctuation errors after self and peer check and feedback. 
	There are 4-6 capitalization, mechanics, and/or punctuation errors in even after checking and feedback. 
	There are more than 6

capitalization, mechanics or punctuation errors even after checking and feedback. 

	Spelling & Proofreading 
	No spelling or grammar errors remain after one person other than the typist reads and corrects it. 
	Not more than 4 spelling and/or grammar errors remain after one person other than the typist reads and corrects it. 
	Not more than 8 spelling and/or grammar errors remain after one person other than the typist reads and corrects it. 
	More than 8 spelling and/or grammar errors.
