What is Inner Conversation?

Inner conversation happens when readers really think about what they are reading WHILE they are reading a book. They hear a voice in their head speaking to them as they read. A voice might say, “I don’t get this part” when they’re confused, “Wow! I never knew that before!” when they learn something new, “I think….” When they have an idea or inference, or “I wonder...?” when they have a question. Good readers also write down their inner conversations, as they will do in the last column on their reading logs.
