· It can be on any topic that you choose, but it’s best if the understanding your poem imparts has some depth and substance.  Avoid the trivial or clichéd.

· It must be at least ten lines long.  It may be longer.

· It must have an appropriate title connected to the poem’s meaning.

· It needs an attractive presentation, with a sketch, graphic, or other decoration (no pictures of you).

Format:  Typed or hand-written neatly.  Verse format means capitalize each line.  Assemble for blind grading.
