Welcome to 8th grade English.  The following is some important information concerning our year together.  Please read it carefully.

SYLLABUS:

We will cover the following main units in English this year:


Fiction/Science Fiction/Fantasy:  We’ll study some short stories of different genres, and we’ll produce a variety of explanatory and one narrative writing assignment.  We’ll read “Flowers for Algernon” as our science fiction text. 


Tragedy:  After a thorough introduction to the era and language of William Shakespeare, we’ll study Romeo and Juliet by reading, acting out, and analyzing this famous tragedy.  We’ll write Shakespearean-style poetry and a literary essay.


Epic:  We’ll learn about this genre through the study of The Odyssey.  We’ll do a written personal response to some themes suggested by this classic text. 

We will be doing a lot of writing of all types throughout the year, with a particular focus on argument writing.  Our study of grammar will be in concert with our writing and literature study.  
CLASSROOM EXPECTATIONS:

1. Students are expected to be to class on time with all required materials.

2. Students should begin the warm up immediately without a reminder and should record the homework in their agenda books.

3. Students are to give their best efforts and to do their own work on all class assignments.

4. Students are expected to be respectful to classmates and teachers at all times.
