SYLLABUS:
We will cover the following three main units in Art this year:
1. Drawing unit: Optical Illusion
       focus on understanding different perceptions of brain by various visual illusion and creating your own optical illusions by using precise drawing techniques
2. Painting units: 

   A. Color theory II - in a depth of color relationship
   B. Traditional Still-life painting from a life                       

       focus on learning traditional still life painting techniques including strategies of using acrylic paints on a canvas, creating various tones and your own colors, and how to depict 3D objects realistically on a 2D surface
3. Sculpture units: 

   A. Traditional Native Indian Black Pottery – learning basic hand building techniques of clay

   B. My special memory box – learning about various art movements in the history and creating a 3D art form with clay inspired by one specific art movement 
CLASSROOM EXPECTATIONS:

1. Students are expected to be to class on time with all required materials.

2. Students should begin the warm-up promptly without a reminder (typically displayed on a PowerPoint ™ slide), and keep any practice drawing in a sketchbook or an art folder.
