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Tips for Successful Projects That Involve Technology


In order to make projects created at home run on school equipment, we have found that a few tweaks save a lot of frustration.  Here are some suggestions:

1. A student who creates a PowerPoint project (Word or Excel spread sheet) at home, using the Vista version of Microsoft Office, should be careful to save as 97-2003 compatible files.
2. When saving to a CD, if at all possible, do not use the small size. Mini CDs will not work on the computers that hook up to the school’s LCD projectors.

3. File Formats.  Our computers have Microsoft Office (Word, Excel, PowerPoint) installed on the hard drives.  Documents created at home that end with .doc, .xls and .ppt should open on our Macs.  If a home computer uses a different application, the documents will not open, unless saved as an RTF (Rich Text Format).
