Reviewing the planner with your child, going over completed/graded assignments, and carving out homework time each night are two things every fifth grader needs to develop a responsible routine. Students took their first math test last Friday on making and reading graphs. I am pleased with the results! Keep in mind that the students are trying to get a “3” (meets grade level expectations) or a “4” (exceeds grade level expectations). Graded test will be going home today. Please review them with your child. If your child did not receive a 3 or 4, do not panic. They will receive another opportunity to do so this Friday, September 30th. All students will be having a quiz on calculating range, median, mode, and mean on Friday. I will give students another opportunity to improve their graphing scores if they received a 1 or 2 on last Friday’s test.


Spelling officially begins today! Last week students “practiced” spelling expectations and activities. I have attached an additional letter this week that explains these expectation and activities. Please read through it carefully. Beginning this week, students will be placed in spelling groups based on their strengths and weaknesses in understanding spelling patterns.
